1. Attend the Parent-Teacher Meeting (PTM) between 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM on 

the date mentioned only to discuss your child's academic progress 

2. Please ensure your child reports with a decent haircut and trimmed nails 

3. A maximum of 3 bags is allowed (including hand luggage). Excessive luggage 

is not permitted; minimal luggage ensures comfort 

4. Maintain a minimum pocket money balance of Rs. 5,000 for your ward 

5. Gold ornaments, cameras, smart devices, watches, wristbands, pen drives, 

and cash are strictly prohibited 

6. NRI students must deposit their passports and wallets with the 

Administrative Office 

7. Outside food is strictly prohibited; violations will result in penalties and 

disposal of the items
